INVITATION TO HEALING 
At this time, you are invited to come forward and kneel at the altar rail for anointing with 
oil. As you come forward the sign of the cross will be placed on your forehead with the oil. 
The Pastor and the prayer team will also say a short prayer of healing on your behalf.  
Those who remain seated are invited to pray for those on our prayer list or to write a 
prayer gram for a person in need of God’s healing and mercy. If you want a prayer gram 
card, raise your hand. One of our ushers will bring it to you. You can place it in the offertory 
plate during the offertory.  

What is a Prayer Gram? 
What is the Prayer-Gram Ministry? If you would like someone to know they’re being 
thought of, you can submit a Prayer-Gram request by putting a completed request card 
in the collection plate or by sending it to the church office. The only information 
required is their name and address. You can give the reason or keep it confidential. 
They will receive the Prayer-Gram, a short note along with a prayer, in the mail.
